For me it was a reminder of how far we have come as a lodge, and about how masonry is still the
same as it was over a hundred years ago but it was also a reminder about how it has changed.

Looking through a window to the past we know that those founding members practiced masonry just
as we do today. However, looking through that same window we see that there are significant
differences that | believe make it harder to be a mason today. When Albert Pike Lodge was
chartered in 1903 all of its members worked and lived near the Lodge. They traveled on foot, by
carriage or by the nearby trolley. There were no cars and there were no suburbs. Today the
majority of our members live outside of Denver and they may or may not work in the city. Many
brothers travel over an hour just to attend lodge. And although we attend a lodge that was formed
by members that called Denver home we are really not a lodge of Denver members as such
anymore. We have brothers that live as far away as Northglenn, Brighton, and Elbert and Douglas
Counties, and brothers that go to school in Boulder.

Our members face a work environment today that is both demanding but also is located far from the
lodge they now attend. Nt ¢ aqgnsgdqgr @ nv mgeonadministehhdndreds of | ~ m
employees, brothers who work in medicine, law enforcement and government, and in the legal
profession. Brothers that travel out of state to conduct their work. Brothers that work and attend
school, and even support their families as single parents. So that while our brothers in the past
faced their own personal and professional demands of being masons | believe that it has become
even more demanding to meet our obligations as masons in a modern day society with all of its
complexities and demands on our time.

So | bring this all to your attention not as an excuse for the difficulties we might face as masons
today but as a thank you to all that attend or support our lodge. Thank you for insuring that when
we look through our window to the future there will be another hundred years of Albert Pike

Lodge. Although a great deal has changed since light was first brought into our lodge, the one
constant is that the brothers that sit in lodge today still share those same values and qualities of the
brothers that came before us. Again my thanks to each of you!
